mg&;lﬁ;\ss Trusted Platform Module (TPM)
= The TPM is a chip to make computers more
secure as a part of the TCG specification.

= It is like a hard coded smartcard with the big
difference that it is not bound to a concrete
user, but to a system (e.g. a PC).

= Other usages: PDAs, mobile devices, and
consumer electronics.

= “Passive” chip, can neither influence the
booting process nor the operation directly

= Has a unique identifier and so
serves for the identification of
the system.

= Diffusion is the process by which an innovation is
accepted by a social system, e.g. the market.

= The rate of diffusion is the speed of the new idea
spreading from one consumer to the next.

= Adoption is similar to diffusion except that it deals
with the psychological processes an individual
goes through, rather than an aggregate market
process.

= Innovators (2,5%):

e Characteristics: Venturesome, educated, multiple info
sources, greater propensity to take risk

2 Has the ability to understand and apply complex technical
knowledge and can cope with a high level of uncertainty of
an innovation.

2 The innovator is a catalyst who brings about the use and
adoption of new ideas.

= Early adopters (13,5%):
e Characteristics: Social leaders, popular, educated

S Other members of the group look to these individuals for
advice and knowledge about the innovation.

= Early majority (34,0%):
e Characteristics: Deliberate, many informal social contacts

2 Tend to adopt the innovation just prior to time the average
individual adopts it (link between early adopters and later
majority).

= [ate majority (34,0)%:
o Characteristics: Sceptical, traditional, lower socio-economic
status

2 Acceptance comes after the average person accepts

= Laggards (16,0%):

e Characteristics: Neighbours and friends are main info sources,
fear of debt

2 Laggards are those who are consistent or even adamant in
resistance to change.
